power is always on tap. That’s why the exhaust
makes that sound. It never lags and it’s very
responsive,” says Bobby. With a good power-to-weight
ratio he knew there was no need to overwork the engine
and reliability was an important factor, so he installed
simple bolt-ons. A JB3 plug 'n’ play harness allows Bobby
to switch ECU maps for different levels of boost, while an
aFe intake aids with breathing. In addition to the twin oil
coolers housed in the front bumper to protect the engine,
an Active Autowerke front mount intercooler cools the
intake charge. Aiding acceleration, the final drive was
changed from 3.03 to a 3.46:1 ring and pinion from an
automatic transmission, and last but by no means least, a
Quaife limited-slip diff ensures better traction. And the sum of
these parts amounts to respectable 420hp and 4401b ft of torque on 93 Octane gas.

“The difference between stage one and two was like night and day. Unfortunately, Redline
has now switched its events from the East to the West Coast, but I can still enjoy it on track
days with Carolina Motorsports Park and Virginia International Raceway, all within driving
distance (thanks to a 1000hp truck and tailor) from where I live in Wilmington, North
Carolina. It performs awesomely but it’s still a long way from being finished, I definitely want
to progress with it further,” Bobby confesses. So as well as the aforementioned big brake kit,
he plans to upgrade the clutch and flywheel.

What this car lacks in engine modifications, Bobby’s focus on weight-saving and dialing-in
the chassis to get decent power, makes up for, and as such he’s created a glorified go-kart. You
need to see this car in the flesh to really appreciated it, so to have had the honour and

pleasure of meeting the man behind it all was fantastic. Bobby’s a true genius yet he’s the
most down-to-earth and unassuming guy you'll ever meet. He couldn’t even understand
why we would dedicate nine pages to his car, so I can’t wait to see his reaction when
he sees it on the cover! @

EXTERIOR: Axis Power pre-preg dry carbon wide
body kit including bonnet, front bumper with splitter,
(skinless) doors, side skirts, arches (extended 4”), rear
quarter panels, rear bumper with integrated diffuser,
carbon copy of a European-spec skin with no sunroof,
Aeromotions rear wing, undertray and bootlid built by
Bobby, custom boot shut hook (connected to emergency
cable), standard mirrors painted black, full respray in
Chevrolet under bonnet white

INTERIOR: Racetech carbon seats with Schroth
Racing harnesses, eight-point roll-cage built by Bobby,
RLC Racing data acquisition system, Sparco steering
wheel, pedals stripped down and covered in skateboard
grip tape, JOES Racing Products’ wide angle rear-view
mirror, safety net, custom door mechanism and
aluminium cover to prevent wind noise, electrical lines
to fuel pump (running alongside passenger and
driver’s sills), lightweight glass
